time and wood. He
will then go through
the process of turning
one side, sanding that
to a very smooth
finish. The sanding
will be by the power
sanding method,

the dlSkS with pyrography. Marcia will cover patterns, burning
tips, finishing, and other secrets that you will not want to miss. At
the end of the duo’s demonstration, there will be a hands-on time
period for those who want to try the Hunter tool and/or ask Marcia
any questions.
